Outbound Fort Pitt Tunnel Overnight Single-Lane Restrictions
Next Week in Pittsburgh


 


Pittsburgh – PennDOT District 11 is announcing overnight single-lane lane restrictions in
the outbound (westbound) Fort Pitt Tunnel in the City of Pittsburgh, Allegheny County, will
occur Tuesday through Friday nights, May 26-29.
 
Outbound single-lane restrictions will occur Tuesday through Friday nights from 10 p.m. to
6 a.m. in the Fort Pitt Tunnel.  No restrictions will occur in the inbound (eastbound) tunnel.
 
Crews from Mosites Construction will perform tunnel ceiling removal operations, concrete
repairs, tunnel lighting electrical work and stand pipe installation. 
 
The overall $14.17 million project includes the removal of the tunnel ceiling, relocation of
CCTV cameras and temperature monitors, concrete repair work to the tunnel walls and air
duct arch, waterline and standpipe improvements, electrical updates, drainage
improvements, reroofing of a portion of the North Portal Building, milling and resurfacing of
the bituminous roadway, pavement marking, and other miscellaneous construction.
